The participants 
will learn causes and indicators of kick, preventative well-control measures, shut-in procedures and gas 
migration, concept of kick tolerance, Driller’s, Wait and Weight and Volumetric methods, well control compli-
cations and surface and subsea well control equipment. Class problems will be used to develop an unders-
tanding of those skills.
